THE CATHOLIC RESPONSE TO MAiD

Can a Catholic request euthanasia or
assisted suicide as a treatment option?

Answer: The purpose of treatment in
health care is to maintain, restore, or
promote health and well-being. Euthanasia
and assisted suicide do none of these things.
Rather, the sole purpose is to intentionally
cause death. The Catholic Health Alliance of
Canada says that “intentionally causing
one’s own death (suicide), or directly
assisting another in such an action (assisted
suicide), is morally wrong” (Health Ethics
Guide, 2012).
