Sacramental Information  
 

Baptism 
Baptism is the sacrament of new life. It is the 
entrance gate and foundation of the whole 
Christian existence; through Baptism, we are 
received into the Church. It is a sign of faith 
and conversion, of turning one’s life towards 
Jesus Christ. Baptism brings lifelong growth 
and maturation in the faith. Parents seeking 
Baptism for their child should contact Gerri at 
778-517-1319 or the Parish Office.  
 

Anointing of the Sick 
Anointing of the Sick is the sacrament that is 
received by those who are ill or suffering. By 
the sacred anointing and the prayer of the 
priest, the whole Church commends those who 
are sick to Christ. The sick person receives the 
Holy Spirit’s gifts of strength, faith, peace, and 
courage, and his or her suffering is united with 
the suffering of Christ for the building up of the 
Church (Catechism of the Catholic Church, 
nos. 1520-23). If you would like to receive the 
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick, please 
contact the Parish Office.  
 

Matrimony 
The Church recognizes the importance of the 
marriage decision and seeks to assist each 
couple with a period of preparation in which 
they will grow in an ever-deepening love for 
each other.

By virtue of our Baptism, all Christians are part 
of the common priesthood of believers. We are 
all called to participate in Christ’s mission.
